6. What does Gideon have to do before he can carry out the task God has set for him to do? (Judges 6:25-27)  What must be done before we can serve God?

7. Where were the enemy forces encamped?  (Judges 6:33-35)

8. How did God assure Gideon of His presence?  (Judges 6:36-40)  How may we know that God is with us today?

9. What other name has been given to Gideon (Judges 6:32; 7:1)? How was Gideon’s faith tested?  Judges (7:1-8)

10. Why did God want to reduce the size of Gideon’s army?  What lesson was taught by this battle? (See also 2 Corinthians 12:9)

11. How many were in the army of the enemy? (Judges 7:12; 8:10)

12. How does God provide Gideon with assurance of victory?  What is the purpose of this assurance?  (Judges 7:9-14)

13. Describe Gideon’s strategy of the attack of the Midianite camp? (Judges 7:15-23)

14. What was Ephraim’s part in the war?  Why were they dissatisfied?  How did Gideon calm them down? (Judges 7:24-8:3)

15. What cities are mentioned as not aiding Gideon in his pursuit of the enemy?  Is there any indication why they would not help him?  How were they punished?  (Judges 8:4-21)

16. What was Gideon’s life like after the defeat of the Midianites?  (Judges 8:22-33)

17. What happens as soon as Gideon was dead? (Judges 8:33-35)
