2. What was this basic task of this new leader?  What promise is made to this new leader? (Joshua 1:2-5)

3. Name some things God commands His new leader to do?  Why should he not be afraid? (Joshua 1:6-9)

4. What is this new leader’s first order of business? (Joshua 1:10-11)

5. What message is given to the Reubenites, Gadites, and the half-tribe of Manasseh? (Joshua 1:12-15)

6. Briefly describe the story of Rahab and the spies?  (Joshua 2:1-24) Why does Rahab help the spies?  (Josh 2:8-11)

7. Does Rahab have faith in God? (Josh 2:17-21; Heb 11:31; James 2:24-25)

8. What testimony do the spies give concerning the land and the inhabitants? Why did they phrase it this way? (Josh 2: 8-11, 24)

9. What miraculous event does God perform as they head into Canaan? (Joshua 3:14-17)

10. What two things did this miracle show the people? (Josh 3:7, 10)

11. Do you remember what the significance of the Ark of the Covenant is to the children of Israel?  Where is the ark when the Israelites begin crossing the Jordan River? (Josh 3:10-13)

12. From the dry river bed, one designated man from each tribe picked up one stone.  What was done with these stones? Why? (Josh 4: 1-7)

13. What was done where the priest had stood in the Jordan?  (Josh 4:9-11)

14. After the crossing was completed, how did the Israelites look upon Joshua? (Josh 4:14)

15. How did all this affect the Amorites and the Canaanites? (Joshua 5:1)

16. What command does the Lord give his new leader at this time? Why? (Joshua 5:2-5)

17. They were still eating manna daily at this time.  When did it cease? (Joshua 5:10-12)

18. What did they eat from this point forward? (Joshua 5:12)
