Normally, the strategy for taking a fortress city would involve a prolonged siege to starve the city out. If spies could somehow get into the city, they might overpower the guard and open the gates.  Tunnels could be dug beneath the ground so that the foundation became unstable, and the walls would fall, or could be pulled down.  Towers were sometimes built on wheels so they could be rolled within firing range of the wall.  All-out assaults might be made on the walls with grappling hooks and scaling ladders.  There was also battering rams which could be a formidable tool with which the gates could be smashed down.  The Lord gave Joshua none of these normal strategies to use.  God's strategy was one of faith, and Joshua was a man long used to the exercise of faith.
